Powering on / off the device

Plug the power cable into the power socket of 
the device

Plug the power cable into the wall outlet.

Turn the power switch to the ON (I) position.

Remove the cover on the rear of the remote 
control and insert two AAA batteries.

Press the POWER button on the remote control. 
The indicator on the front of the panel will then turn 
white and the device will power on.

Quick setup for touch control
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* To install the wireless network module, you must first remove the pre-installed network module and then insert the wireless module into the same slot
* Wireless module also has wired ethernet functionality

Connect a VGA*, HDMI, or USB-C cable between your external computer and the interactive flat panel to
enable the image feed. Connect a USB cable between your device and the associated Touch port on your panel
to enable touch control.

If using a VGA cable, please connect an audio cable (3.5mm) between your device and the audio-in on your
panel to enable sound.

Please review the USB Touch ports section in the user manual for details on correct touch port associations.

Press to go to the Android Home screen

Press to freeze the screen, press again to unfreeze the screen
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
