Operational Precautions

The interior design of AIO LED display screen is very sophisticated, and has limited dustproof/waterproof capability.
Please follow the precautions during installation and use.

. Screen storage/working environment requirements:
- Storage temperature: -20°C~40°C (-4°F~104°F); Relative humidity: 10%~65%;
- Working temperature: -10°C~40°C (14°F~104°F); Relative humidity: 10%~80%;

. Installation requirements:

- Installation area of LED display screen should be free from leakages or under the air conditioner
outlet to avoid damage of LED devices and oxidation of circuit board caused by moisture or
condensation. The installation environment humidity must be less than 60% (non-condensation
state). It is recommended to install a dehumidifier in the environment to control the humidity.

- Do not place this screen in these environments as the screen could be susceptible to the following:
Metal Dust (which could cause damage to the screen and circuit boards), excessive dust and or
dusty conditions (which could affect the screen performance).

. Cleaning requirements:

IMPORTANT! Ensure the LED display is completely powered off before starting the cleaning or
maintenance process.
